Each of the courses and challenges 
will have separate sign up sheets. All of the games, 
with the exception of the unlimited distance bracket, 
hold a limit to a maximum of nine foot, six weight þy 
rod outýts, with six weight þoating lines. This means 
contestants will be allowed to use a six weight rod and 
line or less. Remember, these games are being held to 
have a good time, not for competition, so come out, 
sign up, and enjoy a little camaraderie.
