     This version isnôt about 

any place in particular be-

cause they are everywhere. 

There are hundreds of them 

and most probably hold a few 

fish.  Some are little creeks 

that move along nicely and 

others are pools of nearly 

stagnant murky water.  Two 

things are fairly certain, 

members of the Sunfish family (Bass, Bluegill, Green Sunfish, 

and maybe Long Ears) can thrive in these local waters and terres-

trial insects will be flying, crawling, and buzzing around the 

edges. Common Terrestrials (Grasshoppers, Beetles, Ants, Bees, 

and Crickets) are land living insects, but sometimes inadvertently 

end up in the drink and fall prey to Sunfish. 

     Recently while hanging 

out at a local fly shop, sev-

eral people asked, what fly 

do I use to fish for Bluegills. 

Usually the first surface fly I 

mention is a Madam X, a 

floating deer hair creation 

that easily passes for a Grass-

hopper; the skeptical looks 

that come with this suggestion tell me this is not the first fly that 

comes to mind. Coincidently Rory and I fished a local creek 

every Tuesday evening during the month of August, initially 

looking for Carp but when they proved elusive that first outing, 

we turned our attention to anything that would eat a fly and the 

sunfishes were ready to answer the call. On that night and on 

each subsequent trip Terrestrial imitations proved to be the 

ticket. Although most of the fish we caught were small, they 

were wild, plentiful, and willing to attack a floating fly. An 

added bonus was the 

chance to test the one 

off ant, hopper, or 

beetle pattern that we 

had tied during the 

week. Itôs not too late 

for you to join in; au-

tumn is one of best 

times to fish the bugs 

of summer. 
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
