Half our spots today were
really good...half were so so and we never even got to some of
the better known areas. | took him past Rebar in the am just to
show him...pretty full in there but | told him if he can catch it
with few or no people he'd have a good time. Nobody was catch
ing in Rebar early which told me it was probably slow and a
good time to hit the edges.

Went down to the start of the Big Hole and found about a 10C
yard stretch of a bunch of fish in a line from 20" wide. In no
more than 6" of water we put on a #22 olive Bit Scud with an
olive G-Bug #20 trailer (no weight) and found that bite a pretty

good one. Subtle hits were the order and we were watching the fish take it most of the time over watching our f
a Palsa. Mostly smaller fish down that stretch though hooking nothing bigger than 16" or so but here's a nice lit
brown that fell for the Bit Scud.

Good to see those little guys starting to show up this time of year. We've caught browns on most of our rece
trips. Nothing too big to site cast to yet but there are cer-
tainly some nice rainbows to throw it to. We spanked the
water with some midges and soft hackles for a spell in there
and caught a few. Not worth spending too much time on
though.

From there we went down to The Quiet Hole. Not a bent
rod in site down there either but as usual, everyone was
wading out to the middle and fishing the deeper runs. Just a
little friendly reminder...when it's slow, get out of that deep
water. The fish there are just not active. We remained in wa-
ter less than a foot deep and sight casted to most of our tar-
gets. Most of them were pretty willing takers and we found
a real good bite there and at the Secret Hole...ssshhh!!...it's a
secret.
