Hook: Daiichi 1180 size 46 or Daiichi 1710 size 180

Thread: 8/0 UniThread Rust Brown

Tail-abdomen: Three natural pheasant tail fibers

Rib: Small copper wire

Thorax: Two peacock herls twisted together, one for sizenaller
Hackle: Hungarian Partridge shoulder feather, neck for sizariler

Step 1: Start thread one hook eyStep 2: Wrap butt ends of pheasanStep 3: Wrap wire rib forward, tie

length behind hook eye, tie in wiretail forward to one hook eye length off and cut excess. Tie in peacock
and lay thread base to barb.
