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Fly Tying: The BuckTail Agitator Rory Wiske

The BuckTail Agitator is one of my inventions of necessity, created to be a fly replacement
for big swim baits and plugs. | like to fish the BtiT&il Agitator on an eight wt rod with a

floating line for Pike. A good leader for me has been a six to eight foot length of thirty pound
mono with a twelve to twentfour inch piece of bite tippet (Nylon coated steel), attached with
an Albright knot. I tie my fly on with a neslip mono loop, as | have found the wire holds this
knot very well. The hollow build of the fly allows it to sink slowly, so it can be fished near the
surface, or allowed to sink and fished slowly. A fast retrieve is often the ticket. By fast, | mean
make a thirty to forty foot cast and try to get the leader back in the rod tip in eight to ten sec-
onds. When the fish slow down, so should your retrieve. The recipe is as follows. Enjoy!

Hook: 2/0 Gamakatsu B10S (front) TMC 8089 (rear)
Thread:Danvi |l |l eb6s 210

Tail: Buck tail and Buckshot Brass worm rattle
Rattle Case:Hollow Mylar tubing

Body: Stacked colors of buck tail

Flash: Chartreuse Angel Hair

Eyes: Spirit River 5.0 red

Head: Buck tail coated with epoxy
